Disability Support Pension

DSP is an income support payment for people who are unable to work for 15 hours or more per week at or above the relevant min imum wage, independent of a 

Program of Support due to permanent physical, intellectual or psychiatric impairment. A DSP claimant must be aged 16 years or  over and under Age Pension age at 
date of claim, however once in receipt of DSP, a person can continue to receive DSP beyond Age Pension age. Data includes recipients who are determined to be 
current (i.e. entitled to be paid) or suspended on the Centrelink payment system.
